SEPTEMBER 30, 2018 | 26TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
CALL TO PRAYER: We begin in the name of the Father,

and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

FIRST READING: Nm 11:25-29

Responsorial Psalm: 19:8, 10. 12-14

SECOND READING: Jas 5:1-6

GOSPEL: Mk 9:38-43, 45, 47-48 | At that time, John said to
Jesus, “Teacher, we saw someone driving out demons in
your name, and we tried to prevent him because he does
not follow us.” Jesus replied, “Do not prevent him. There is
no one who performs a mighty deed in my name who can
at the same time speak ill of me. For whoever is not against
us is for us. Anyone who gives you a cup of water to drink
because you belong to Christ, amen, | say to you, will surely
not lose his reward. “Whoever causes one of these little

FAITH SHARING

Adults/Teens: In the Gospel reading today, we hear Jesus telling
the disciples that they are not to prevent people from doing
good things in His name- even when they do not follow their
group. This is good advice for us today. Whenever good is done
in the name of Jesus, it is right for us to rejoice. On the flip-side,
whenever someone causes the vulnerable to be scandalized, this
must be called out, immediately. We are all called to live lives
that encourage others to experience Christ in real and concrete
ways. Those in the world are people of goodwill and live lives that
are centered on Jesus, and His church, can be used for incredible
good; and this is our goal.

Children:

This week, Jesus encourages us to live lives that brings glory to God.

You should always remember that when we sin, we bring ourselves
down; we harm our relationship with those we love, with ourselves,
and with God. When we're struggling to live according to the will of
God, we need to fall back on our family, and on our Church. Jesus
tells us that when we sin, we should always make sure to address
the problem itself. It is not good for us to sweep sin under the rug,
or simply go on with our lives like nothing happened. We need to
make sure that we are fully healed of our sins and turn completely
away from them.
