WEEKLY REFLECTION ON THE READINGS
FEBRUARY 10, 2019 | FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
CALL TO PRAYER: We begin in the name of the Father, and of 
the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.
FIRST READING:  Is 6:1-8
RESPONSORIAL PSALM: Ps 138:1-5, 7-8
SECOND READING: 1 Cor 15:1-11 OR 1 Cor 15:3-8, 11
GOSPEL: Lk 5:1-11 |While the crowd was pressing in on 
Jesus and listening to the word of God, he was standing by 
the Lake of Gennesaret. He saw two boats there alongside 
the lake; the fishermen had disembarked and were washing 
their nets. Getting into one of the boats, the one belonging 
to Simon, he asked him to put out a short distance from the 
shore. Then he sat down and taught the crowds from the 
boat. After he had finished speaking, he said to Simon,
“Put out into deep water and lower your nets for a catch.”
Simon said in reply, “Master, we have worked hard all night 
and have caught nothing, but at your command I will lower 
the nets.” When they had done this, they caught a great 
number of fish and their nets were tearing. They signaled to 
their partners in the other boat to come to help them. 
They came and filled both boats so that the boats were in 
danger of sinking. When Simon Peter saw this, he fell at the 
knees of Jesus and said, “Depart from me, Lord, for I am 
a sinful man.” For astonishment at the catch of fish they 
had made seized him and all those with him, and likewise 
James and John, the sons of Zebedee, who were partners of 
Simon. Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid; from now on 
you will be catching men.” When they brought their boats to 
the shore, they left everything and followed him.

FAITH SHARING 
Adults/Teens: In the today’s Gospel reading is one that 
we all know well, but it is important to take a
somewhat closer look than we often do. Jesus sees two 
boats and chooses to enter Peter’s. Jesus singled Peter out 
and preached from his boat, not the other one- that was 
also empty. Once He had finished preaching, Jesus told 
Peter to put out into the deep and fish. Peter could have 
easily refused; after all, Peter is an experienced fisherman 
by trade- he knows what he is doing. However, Peter still 
does what Jesus tells him to do. The result is not only a 
large catch, but the total transformation of Peter. Jesus 
chose to enter Peter’s boat and perform a miracle that 
transformed his life. Similarly, in our lives, Jesus will come 
to us- He will call us by name- and He will do wondrous 
things through us.
Children: Jesus tells Peter, James, and John that they will 
now become fishers of men instead of simply “fisherman.” 
What this means is so important for us as Christians, 
because now, like the Apostles, we are called to go out 
and bring people to Jesus so that they might have their 
lives transformed by the Holy Spirit and so that God might 
accomplish great things in them.

Take a  moment to reflect on Jesus and His presence in your life.

Pray together, aloud, the Our Father.
